INTROBUCTION

The RMK-5000B allows operators using the VX-4000/
5500/6000 Mobile Transceivers to mount the Transceiver
in a remote location, while keeping the optional CNT-
5000 control head nearby for convenient operation.

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1. Remove the Control Head from the bracket by remov-
ing the two hexagonal head bolts.

2. Choose a place to mount the Control Head.

3. Use the bracket as a template to mark the locations
of the mounting holes.

4. Use a 5.2-mm (17/64") bit to drill the holes, and se-
cure the bracket with (user-supplied) screws, spring
washers, flat washers, and nuts (Figure 1), or drill
pilot holes with a small drill, and secure the bracket
with (user-supplied) self-tapping screws, spring wash-
ers, and flat washers (Figure 2).

Remove the four screws affixing the Top Cover of the
transceiver, and remove the Top Cover.

Referring to Figure 3, insert the two cables from the
exposed transceiver into their mating connectors on
the Transceiver Adapter Assembly.

. Affix the Transceiver Adapter Assembly to the front

of the transceiver using the two previously removed
screws (Top Side) and the supplied screws (Bottom
Side: M3x6B w/O-Ring).

. Replace the Top Cover onto the transceiver using the

previously-removed screws.

Referring to Figure 4, at the transceiver end, insert
the cable plug(s} into the mating connector(s) on the
adapter unit.

Neatly bundle the exposed cable wiring, then install
the cable strain relief plate and gasket into place us-
ing the four supplied screws (M4x8B),

Make sure that no wires stray Into the screw holes, or
are pinched between the plate and the adapter surface.

O "The plate can be installed to allow the cable to exit

from left, right, up, or down.

. Remove the two screws associated with the DSUB-

25 Accessory Connector, which is installed on the back
of the transceiver.

. Locate the Speaker Plug Strain Relief Plate, and se-

cure the Speaker Plug using the two supplied cable
ties, per the iHustration below.

. Route and secure the speaker cable into #s final lay-

out, then insert the Speaker Plug (affixed to the strain
Relief Plate) into the transceiver’s EXT SPKR jack.

. Secure the Speaker Plug Strain Relief Plate to the

DSUB-25 Accessory Connector’s mounting posts, us-
ing the two screws removed in step 1.

. The Speaker Plug Strain Relief Plate cannot be used

on the VX-6000.
